History

Steve Pate has played wheelchair rugby for the past ten years.  He has played for the Santa Barbara Breakers, Reno Crush, Sacramento Spokebusters, Berkeley Quadzilla, Spokane Duke's, Seattle AllNight, and Texas Stampede.  Highlights in his rugby career have been winning Gold at the 1999 World Wheelchair Games in New Zealand, taking third place at the USQRA Nationals this past season, and being selected to represent the U.S. in Sydney 2000.

Pate attended high school at San Marcos and Dos Pueblos High Schools in Santa 

Barbara.  After completing his general education at Santa Barbara City College, Pate transferred to California State University Chico where he majored in Recreation Administration/Therapeutic Recreation.  In Chico, Pate developed an Adaptive Rock Climbing Program and led several adaptive rafting, canoeing and backpacking trips.  Pate completed his Recreation Therapy Internship in Spokane, Washington before returning to his hometown to train for the Paralympics.

Pate has played both wheelchair football and rugby competitively.  He has coached sports at a variety of wheelchair sports camps and directed outdoor programs at a camp for children with cancer.  Currently, Pate is entirely focused on bringing home Gold from the Paralympics.  He trains up to seven hours a day and designs and builds his own rugby chairs.  He also enjoys camping with his wife and daughters.
